In 1984, the sale of the ground school (Aviation Training and Research, Inc.) and
the retail store (The Aviator’s Store) allowed all of ASA’s efforts to be directed towards
becoming a major supplier of pilot supplies and educational material in the United
States. In 1985, ASA moved to larger quarters in Georgetown, and then again to its
present Newcastle location in 1990 to provide more warehouse and office space.

The ASA FAR/AIM has been in publication since 1945, and the ASA Test Preps have
been in production for more than 60 years. Since those early days, many products have
been added to the line including textbooks, software, apps, online courses, videos, flight
instructor tools, aviation mechanic materials, logbooks, flight computers (manual E6-B
and the electronic CX-3®), aviation plotters, kneeboards, flight bags, remote pilot and
drone materials, and more.
